Chardonnay clones, Powder House highlights the distinct, powdery Goldridge soils on this hilly site

Powder House effortlessly balances intense, driving minerality and tension with rich citrus and pome fruit character.
The ancient seabed on which these vines are planted is transmitted through the wine into a powdered seashell and
slate minerality that is counterbalanced by rich tart au citron and white nectarine oils. Heady orange blossom and lilac
aromas unfurl with time, and a phenolic streak and crunchy acidity form a textural counterpoint to the natural sweetness
presented by the vintage. Enjoyable today, the powerful structure of this wine will carry for 10 to 15 years in the cellar
with ease. The wine is slightly hazy showing the commitment to minimal intervention winemaking.

'"BY LAFITE - ROTHSCHILD'
PAUILLIAC

With the 2018 vintage of Anseillan, Chateau
Lafite Rothschild has introduced its first
new wine since the creation of Carruades
de Lafite in the late 19th century. A blend
of 48 percent Merlot, 39 percent Cabernet
Sauvignon and 13 percent Petit Verdot, this
first release of Anseillan du Chateau Lafite
Rothschild is the result of a project that
began in 2014. Named for a 16th century
hamlet that has been part of the Lafite estate
since it was fully assembled by Baron Elie de

Rothschild in 1970.

“The initiation of the project dates back to
2014, during a blending session for the Lafite
team. It started out slowly, at first making
just a few hundred magnums every year,”
Saskia de Rothschild, DBR. Lafite’s executive
chairwoman explained. “We waited to see
how those bottles evolved. In 2021, we tasted
all the trials we had produced for every past
vintage and found there was something
there. That’s when the team decided to
release this wine with the vintage 2018.” By
no small coincidence, the Rothschild family
also celebrated the 150th anniversary of their

acquisition of Chateau Lafite in 2018.

The Anseillan vineyards surround the hamlet,
which can be viewed from the windows of’
the Lafite Rothschild chateau, which is illus-
trated on the stripped-down two-tone label.
Since taking on the role of executive chair-
woman in 2018, one of Saskia de Roths-
child’s main initiatives has been to eventually
convert all the domain’s vineyards to organic

and biodynamic.

Earth, underbrush, and mineral notes along with brooding black fruits conorm this wine’s inviting bouquet. Dense and layered. Its
16% alcohol is in balance with the wine’s strapping personality and helps provide for a silky texture and a finish with no hard edges.
Bodegas Atalaya was founded in 2007 by the Gil Family in Jumilla.

The prominent grape variety in Almansa is Garnacha Tintorera —Alicante Bouschet- along with Monastrell. The Alaya Tierra is 100%
Garnacha Tintorera sourced from 50-year-old vines planted around 1000 metres - 3280 feet above sea level and aged for 15 months in

new French and American oak.
