Wine of the Week

We know what you've been craving: organicaﬂy—farmed wine crafted by a convent of Cistercian
nuns, in consultation with the Godfather of Tralian natural wine, Paolo Bea, from remote
northern Lazio. Right? What a coincidence. But this wine is far more than just its fabulous story
- it's also amazingly delicious juice. Made from a blend of Trebbiano, Malvasia, and Verdicchio,
all vinified together with indigenous yeasts and aged on lees for an extended period, this is
bright, textural, a little bit savory, and incrcdibly spccial. Notes of stone fruit and citrus give
way to underlying hints of hazelnut and coffee, and the mouth-coating texture is lifted by a
chiseled through—line of fresh acidity. The extra lees aging lends the wine a bit more structured
and chestnutty depth, but doesn’t overwhelm its delicate aromatic profile. The winery is lictle
more than a toolshed on the property, and only a tiny amount of this wine is made each year - in
fact, every bottle is individually numbered. We were blessed (pun intended) to get a few of these

speci:ﬂ bottles, and we're excited to share it with you by the glass.

Distillati di Capovilla

— Veneto

Vittorio Gianni Capovilla was an unlikely candidate to ascend to the mantle of the greatest distiller
in Italy — and, arguably, the world. He spent the majority of his career as a Formula 3 racecar
mechanic in Switzerland, but his travel throughout Austria and Germany left him fascinated with
the small home distilleries he found on the properties of nearly every farmer and winemaker. Italy is
not well-known for distillation because of the stringent regulations surrounding them; while
Austria houses over 90,000 distilleries, in Italy there are only about 120. Willing to take on the
challenge, he commissioned an Austrian artisan to build him a double bain-marie alembic still,
which requires a time-consuming and painstaking distillation process, in 1986, and began producing
both grappa and fruit distillates, sourcing the base fruit from his own farm, along with other organic
farms in the region, and some of Italy's top winemakers — Gravner, Dal Forno, and Soldera among
them. While Italian regulations allow the use of up to 20% added sugar and 3% aromatic
enhancements, Vittorio chooses to forgo both, producing a spirit that is the purest expression of the
fruit used as its base. These distillates are produced in achingly small quantities - sometimes fewer
than 275 bottles, each only 375mL — and are simply profound expressions of Ttalian terroir. These
soulful pours are unparalleled, and the painstaking process involved in sourcing and distilling the
fruit makes these artful libations more than worth the price. (Speaking of which, prices below are
for two-ounce pours. We're deeply excited to have you taste these, so please let us know if you'd

— Friuli

In many ways, Nonino's story is a study in contrasts with that of Capovilla: they have been making
Grappa since 1897, and now operate five separate distilleries, each with 12 steam copper stills. But
their size and success correlate to their essential role in the modernization of grappa. Previously
considered a peasant's beverage, distilled from the leftover grape pomace (seeds, skins, and a bit of
liquid) after the winemaking process, Grappa rose to prominence when Nonino felt it was necessary
to produce it as a premium, artisanal after-dinner bevcrage. ﬂqey bottled the first single—varieta]
grappa in 1973 using the Picolit grape, and are now well-known for their single-varietal grappa
distillates. (Fun fact: the Nonino family also funds an annual literary award called the International
Nonino Prize; previously intended to reward those who helped preserve Friulian traditions, it is
now a prestigious award for writers all around the globe.) These grappa are pure distillates of
varictals that are important to the Friulian and international wine heritage, and are Widely

considered among the most quintessential grappa on the market today.
