Pours the most beautiful shade of
red, with a nose of cherry and pomegranates. Backed up with a puckering flavor, that encourages

2. Earnest American Festbier- The German Festbier, served in Munich during Oktoberfest, was the
inspiration for ebw American Festbier lager. Brewed lighter, with less biscuit/cracker/toasted malt
tasting notes to better match the American Lager style. Will be on draft at the German American Fest.

3. Easy — Golden Ale. Your palate will not be challenged with this beer. Pours a pale yellow, with very
slight hop aroma and flavor, finishes very clean. So clean, that you may just think this ale is lager.

This dark lager has loads of malt flavor,
without coming off as too rich or roasty.

The longer than normal boil, creates a complex caramelization
of the wort, that comes off as sweet, but not too sweet.

Honey forward, comes off as not as hoppy as other DIPA’s due
to the large amount of locally sourced honey in this beer. Don’t be fooled by the smoothness of this
DIPA, it will get you buzzing.

10. Under Pressure-Hazy Pale Ale. This beer is the little brother to our favorite hazy IPA, Beer Pressure.
Double dry-hopped and whirlpooled with loads of Amarillo, Citra, and Mosaic hops, Under Pressure
showcases notes of grapefruit, mango, and berries. Low bitterness and a sweeter finish enhances

the “juicy” mouthfeel of each sip.
