Rather hot taste at first, the spices coming to the 
forefront. This is followed by peaches, more cherries 
and a little bit of orange zest smoky finish, carried by 
cinnamon, allspice and a hint of sweeties.

17
Strong flavor with baking spices, warm toffee, and 
creamy butter. Smooth, spicy, and well-balanced 
finish.

JAPANESE WHISKEY
The production of Japanese whisky began as a conscious 
effort to recreate the style of Scotch Whisky.

In 1985, hombo brewing, a japanese “shochu” maker 
from kagoshima prefecture on the island of kyushu, 
founded the shinshu distillery in miyata village in 
nagano prefecture as a base for the production of 
whisky and brandy.
