Organic. Two weeks on the skin makes it an Orange Wine with rich texture and earthy notes.
Chardonnay Bourgogne Blanc 2023 - Domaine de La Cadette – Burgundy – France – 68
Crisp, crunchy, and fresh, this carries lovely lifted lime blossom, green apple, kisses of gooseberry, and 
bright lemon peel. Organic 30 years old vine in limestone north of the Mâconnais.

Edelzwicker 1 lt bottle - 2023 – Meyer-Fonne – Alsace – France – 70
Organic blend of Pinot Blanc, Sylvaner, Riesling, Muscat, Chasselas. Crisp and floral, racy and elegant. From one of 
the young rising star in Alsace.
Etna Bianco  2024 – Monteleone – Sicilia – Italy – 74

Organic Carricante grapes on the northern slope of Etna. Lemon leaves, almost fernlike, with white pepper. 
A fresh profile with light body, crisp acidity and a tight finish 
Falanghina del Sannio 2023 – Fontanavecchia – Campania – Italy – 64
Handpicked grapes. Burst of lemon, fresh grass and white flowers and stony minerality. Stainless still only 

for this bright, balanced and elegant wine.
Gavi di Gavi 2023 – La Mesma – Piemonte – Italy - 60
Cortese organic grapes. Floral and mineral tones, fresh and sapid, hints of citrus and meadow flowers. 
Refreshing with pears, apricot and honeydew melon flavor.
Kalk & Schiefer White 2021 – Anita Nittnaus – Burgenland – Austria - 56
Pinot Blanc and Gruner Veltliner. A bright white wine driven by salty minerality, sage and wild herbs and the essence 
of the fruits lemon oil. Hand harvested, spontaneous fermentation. Organic.

Luberon Blanc Panorama 2022 – Bastide du Claux – Hautes Cotes du Rhone – France - 56
Blend of Vermentino and Grenache Blanc with a lot of body and a lot of minerality. Notes of white grapefruit
 and dried thyme, acacia, lime, and fennel It is bright, fresh, and lively on the palate. 

Sauvignon Blanc 2024 – Where’s Linus – California – USA – 54
Sustainable farming in Northern California. Unfiltered. Sunshine in a bottle with a breezy citrus California vibe

Verdicchio Superiore Matto 2022 – Filodivino – Le Marche – Italy – 64

Organic and sustainable. Best selection of grapes. Notes of seawater, lemon zest and fresh grass.

Vermentino 2024 – Aia Vecchia – Toscana – Italy -48
On the seashore of Tuscany, salt, wind and sand. Citrus and grass.
Tintero Bianco 2024 – Tintero – Piemonte – Italy – 42

Lovely, crisp, fresh fruit aromas abound from the first pour. The wine itself is dry, low in alcohol, smooth, and flavorful, 
with Tintero’s signature frizzante touch of just the faintest hint of bubbles to liven it up.

Cotes de Provance Rose’ 2024 – Domaine Gavoty – Provance – France – 52

The particularity of the wines from Domaine Gavoty is that the grapes are macerated after the harvest to create fruity wines with powerful aromas. Bright salmon pink color with silvery hues. Aromas of strawberries. Organic
Rose de Loire 2024 – Chateau Soucherie –Loire – France – 56
Mediterranean soil of sand and loam. Bright, salt-tinged flavors of raspberry and ripe citrus fruit. Organic

Deep rich color purple, frothy and effervescent. Fruit-forward, ripe berries, cherries and plums. Balanced and persistent.
Lambrusco di Sorbara Vigna del Cristo 2022 – Cavicchioli – Emilia Romagna – 60
Lightly colored, fragrant with vibrant crispy acidity, the most refined of the Lambrusco category. Forest berries, 

blue flowers, crushed mint and spices. Hand-harvested. Dry and gently sparkling.

Prosecco di Valdobbiadene NV - Castello di Roncade  -Veneto – Italy - 56 
Vinified in a brut Charmant style. Fine and elegant perlage. Dry and sapid

 Arbin Mondeuse Terres Brunes 2019-- Andre and Michel Quenard – Savoie – France – 88 - CHILLED
 The village of Arbin with richer clay soils give broader, chewier, thicker wines. Aged in a combination of 
stainless steel and oak foudres, this wine conveys loads of juicy, brambly berries with floral and gamey nuances.
 Barbera d’Alba 2023 – Podere Ruggeri Corsini – Piemonte – Italy – 56

Intense with plum and cherries. Rich, elegant, fragrant and extremely pleasing.

Bardolino Le Fontane 2023 – Corte Gardoni  - Veneto – Italy – 56 - CHILLED

A luscious red, it is simply overflowing with good things, bursting with high-toned red fruit, like sour cherry seasoned 

with pepper and herbs. Low intervention; fermentation with native yeast and minimal sulphur added. Sustainable.

Barolo Convento 2018 – Luigi Oddero– Piemonte – Italy – 110
        From La Morra and Cannubi vineyards. Purity of fruit over structure, with a perfume both ethereal and savory

Blaufrankisch 2023 – Martin Vajcner – Moravia – Czech Republic -72 - CHILLED

Dry light natural red wine, a cloudy smell like humidity or rain, sliced green pepper, green peppercorn, celery juice. 
        Organic cultivation. Matured in French oaks. No filtration, no clarification. Zero added sulfur.

Bourgogne Passetoutgrains 2023 – Domaine Bitouzet-Prieur 2022 – Bourgogne – France – 76

Pinot Noir and Gamay for an elegant old school juicy, savory wine. Finess and equilibrium, red fruit and forest floor.


Bourgueil Vieilles Vignes 2022 – Lame’ Delisle Boucard – Loire Valley - France – 56


Pure Cabernet Franc from vines over 40 years of age. Ripe on the nose and tinged with earth, it enters the mouth silkily,
 
revealing minerality as it moves across the palate, and it closes with a gentle clench of supremely elegant tannins.


Campi Taurasini Cretarossa 2017 – I Favati – Campania – Italy – 86


100% Aglianico d’Irpinia with one year of aging in small oak barrels. Aromas of pepper, black cherry, anise and oak.


Chenas Cuvee P’tit Co’ 2023 – Domaine Anita – Beaujolais – France -80

45-years-old Gamay from former pro cyclist Anita. Minimal intervention, cement tanks, fields plowed by horse. From a 


little-know terroir a wine of remarkable concentration, balance, long finish. Ripe blackberries, silky tannins.
Chianti Rufina 2023 – Fattoria Selvapiana – Toscana – Italy – 56
Top producer of the smallest sub-region of Chianti. A smooth, elegant and crispier Sangiovese
focus. Dusty blackberries, forest floor, herbs, sweet plum, whiffs of menthol, tobacco leaf and sweet violets.
Frappato “Tareni” 2024 – Cantine Pellegrino - Sicilia – Italy – 50 - CHILLED
Bright garnet red colour, with an intense aroma of red berries and prunes, and floral notes of violets.  On the palate it 
is fruity, with notes of black cherries and hints of pomegranates and a subtle spicy note of black pepper.
 Montepulciano d’Abruzzo 2023 – Vallevo’ – Abruzzi – Italy – 46
 Amazingly good inexpensive red wine. Aromas and flavors of black plum, cherry, herbs and black olives. 
 Meaty texture and enough chewiness make it stand up our food.
 Nebbiolo Langhe Aiman 2022 – Piazzo- Piemonte – Italy – 68
 Aged in large vats, round and full-bodied, with delicate tannins. Expansive and fragrant, with raspberry, wild strawberry and damson jam joined by geranium and spicy hints of cloves.
 Piedirosso 2022 - Apicella  - Campania – Italy – 58
 Sustainable. Earth pepper and smoke but lovely and bright. Elegant fresh unripe berries and hint of spices
 Primitivo Orion 2023– Masseria Li Veli – Puglia – Italy – 60
 When Puglia was a Greek colony, the Italian alter ego of Zinfandel was planted in the Salento Peninsula. Deep ruby red
 with aromas of cherries, crushed black pepper, violet and tilled earth. Dry and rigorous in the mouth. Sustainable farming.

 Rasteau  2021 - Domaine Mikael Boutin – Cotes du Rhone – France -64

 Organic Grenache blend. Balance and purity of fruit. Warm notes of licorice and dried herbs followed by a bright and  
 fresh black cherry energetic bite, brisky and lively.
 Rien Que du Carignan 2021 – Domaine Lionnet – Languedoc – France – 96

 “Nothing But Carignan”, 95-years-old, deeply mineral, punchily spicy. A tiny traditionalist Domaine of just over 2 hectares.
 Rioja “Chatxo” 2020 – Pirates del Ebro – Rioja – Spain – 52 - CHILLED
 From the Basque Rioja Alavesa, a bright Tempranillo with bouquet of blackberry, spiced orange & caramel notes. It is rather
 soft and lightweight for a Rioja red, offering polished tannins a touch of thyme in the smooth finish. Organic
 Syrah Mauve 2021 -Domaine Marsanne – Rhone Valley – France – 94
 Young vine Mauves, planted to granite, dark fruit with a full, juicy body and crushed black pepper. Young vines, short
  maceration, stainless-steel aged... but definitely no simple Syrah!
