Nearly a century old, it’s a place where The Ramones and The
Bouncing Souls held court, where poets, punks, misfits, and icons all
shared the same sticky floor. The address began its nightlife life as a
speakeasy hidden inside Ann’s Beauty Shop,

then transformed into Ali Baba Burlesque,
because this corner has always
understood the power of
spectacle, sex, and
subversion before finally
becoming Holiday Cocktail
Lounge in 1950.

Think '90s Times Square grit
colliding with East Village
punk intimacy in the spirit

of 8BC, Carmelitas, Disco
Donuts on 14th Street, the
long-gone Variety Theater
all the places of missed
connections and made
connections, where eye
contact mattered and stories
started at the bar. In a moment
when so much is virtual and
sanitized, Holiday reminds us why
we gather: to flirt, to argue, to laugh
too loud, to feel seen and share the
unhinged joy of being together. Dive
elegance with a pulse, and a love
letter to real-life community—fun,
desire, and a little beautiful chaos
included.
