Small family growers putting out every style of wine under
the sun. One quick hint, notoriety does not equal the top of the line in quality, especially at the value prices.
2. NM: Négociant Manipulant (producer who purchases grapes to make wine). Big houses do make great
wines, sometimes there is a need to state the obvious...

More producer styles are represented in the next section, and one is by no means better than the other, it is
just a nice nod to a system already in place in Champagne, and a way to put the smaller guys up front!

VINTAGE CHAMPAGNE

Vintage selections are often some of the best wines that come out of Champagne, period. We have racked up
a few “Tétes de cuvées,” the best from the big houses, but we are especially proud of our “specials.”

1. SPECIAL CLUB. In 1971, a group of small grower-producers in Champagne, France, decided to
band together to create an organization based on principles of quality, accountability, and solidarity. Today,
the Club Trésors, or the “Special Club,” represents the top of the pyramid for small grower-producers, and
for vintage Champagne in general. We are thrilled to bring you 14 of the 28 members’ current and library
offerings. One of the requirements of the Special Club labeling is that this bottling is the best wine the house
releases that year. You'll find our Special Club selections directly below, at the beginning of the Vintage
Champagne section of our list.
2. RECOLTANT MANIPULANT (RM): Récoltant Manipulant (grower-producer). Small family growers
putting out every style of wine under the sun.

a. MARQUE D’ACHETEUR (MA): Marque d'Acheteur (private label made by a larger producer
for others). While technically its own category, we choose to list these with the category of the producer.
3. RECOLTANT COOPERATEUR (RC): Récoltant Cooperateur (a group of grower-producers that pool
their resources, making a single label).
4. NEGOCIANT MANIPULANT (NM) Big houses also make great wines! We tend to focus on the
best of the best, with some age to boot!
5. COOPERATIVE MANIPULANT (CM): Cooperative Manipulant (a group of producers who share
resources, and purchase grapes in concert to make wines).

ROSE SPARKLING WINE

One of the gems of the wine world. Sparkling rosé is often made from mostly white grapes with the addition
of some still red wine—highly illegal anywhere else in France except Champagne. The resulting flavors range
from bright and ethereal to bold and ostentatious.

Pay close attention and you will see some real unicorns, like Special Club rosé, a specialty that only three
producers have ever pulled off.

2. OUTSIDE CHAMPAGNE. This is where we start to diverge into quite different styles of wine
altogether.

WHITE WINE

RIESLING

One common phrase we hear tableside is, “I don't like Riesling, it's too sweet.” Do these people not enjoy
fresh fruit, either2 Or Coca-Cola2 At some point in time, it became uncouth to enjoy the sweeter side of
life, and we think that’s unfortunate. But alas, more for us! It often seems that the greatest grape to express
terroir, or sense of place, happens to do it just as well outside of Germany.

1. GERMANY. German Riesling spans the entire gamut of styles and sweetness levels. From the ethereal, to
the grandiose, from the sporty Z3 to the hulky X5, anything you want is in the lot. Check out the selections
from Grosses Gewdichs (the wines that have “GG” in the title). Those are powerful, dry wines, and are a
source of pride for us on our list.

a. MOSEL. We try not to make too many sub-categories to our already numerous categories, but
this is a stylistic apples-and-oranges situation. The meandering Mosel river and its tributaries, the Saar and
the Ruwer, produce a style of wine unlike anything else in the world. These wines are racy, electric, and the
ultimate pinnacle of a highwire tightrope in a glass.

b.OTHER GERMANY. The rest of the country is as diverse as the rest of the world in style, please
ask your favorite sommelier for guidance and suggestions if so desired. A quick lesson on German labels:
Kabinett = light and racy, Spétlese = more weight or sweetness, Auslese = luscious and sweet. If dry is
what you are seeking, look for the word “Trocken.”

2. ALSACE. Ripe, mineraly, earthy, full-bodied version. For the elegant and powerful, look to FE. Trimbach.
For the extravagant and ostentatious, try Domaine Zind-Humbrecht.

3. AUSTRIA. Citrusy, lean, mean, and clean. Weingut Hirsch is a favorite of ours here.

4. AUSTRALIA. Bloody dry, mate! It’s like throwing rocks and limes into a blender. But the style produces
some of the best apéritif wines in the world. Just ask Grosset.

A catch-all category that includes big wines. Whether thanks to botrytis, ripeness, or stylistic choices, these are
hefty and girthy. Pinot Gris from Alsace, France is the great example here. If you like wines that smell or taste
unlike anything else you have tried, this is a great section for you.

Lest you think that this category implies that other wines are lesser than what is here, that’s not our intention
at all. Wine is great sometimes because of its contradictions. Think of these pages as the great undiscovered
versions of Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc, or Chenin. Just bigger, older versions. This may be the most
underrated category of the whole list.

1. FRANCE. Alsace is again leading the way, but look to places like Jura and SW France as well.
2. OTHER OLD WORLD. Looking for interesting wines of texture? Take a look at the Slovenian,
Spanish and Portuguese wines that also impart body through use of oak, skins, and other techniques.
Then there is Musar, from Lebanon which is an amazing experience in its own right.

OXIDATIVE & FLOR AGED

Some magical things happen with our wonderful friend, yeast. For thousands of years, people thought that
juice turning into wine was a gift from the gods. Perhaps they were right. But alongside that foundational
miracle of beverages, what we have here is yet another feat accomplished by yeast. This section features
wines matured under a layer of yeast formed on top of the wine.

The best example is Sherry. But that is by no means the only example. This process of aging under flor, an
oxygen-blocking layer of yeast, happens naturally all over the world. This section includes some of the best
examples of full-bodied, complex wines that are great with dishes like fondue (a frequent favorite on our
menus), and anything else that causes tension between texture and flavor.

1. FLOR-AGED. These wines are salty, nutty, and full of flavor, but have the distinction of not being
fortified. They are all nods to the mystical yeast imparting flavor without needing the “extra help” of alcohol.
2. JEREZ-XERES-SHERRY. To place these wines solely in an aperitif or digestif category is a mistake.
These can be some of the most complex and food-stimulating wines out there. A hidden gem as a side bottle,
as it impresses from the beginning to end of the meal. We are proud to feature the wines of El Maestro
Sierra, a unique stratosphere in Jerez both in quality and impact. Some of the wines on this list are released
in the quanitues of 50 liters per year to the whole world!

from Croatia, this immigrant workhorse has come up through humble beginnings to be one of the most
recognizeable vines in the United States. As you drive through Sonoma or Mendocino, hundred-plus year-old
vines are not uncommmon through the iconic landscapes.

We regularly see California Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Pinot Noir, and others in their maturity, and indeed
we feature many on this list. But elsewhere, we rarely see this gem, Zinfandel, that is uniquely our own in
Northern California. As the wine comes into maturity (10+ years at least), the fruit dominant characteristics
give way to forest floor and cigar box aromas reminiscent of great old Grenache or Tempranillo from the old
world.

Lazy Bear is proud to present one of the best selections of mature Zinfandel in the world. Our list is
alphabetical by producer, and listed from most mature to youngest within each winery.

The largest selections come from our friends at Frog’s Leap, Ravenswood, and the legendary Ridge, but there
are plenty of other gems to discover as well. Constantly underestimated in their aging potential, remember
that for these wines there’s no such thing as too old.

We realize that many portions of our list separate California into regions. Here, we think the producer really
controlls the style and we would like to list all of the wines by producer together for ease of browsing.

Why not just have Spanish and Portuguese sections? Well, because so many similarities exist between the
two neighboring countries. While you will see Tempranillo (in its many names) in both countries, this where
indigenous Iberian grapes shine. You won't find any French varieties here, look for those in “Grapes of the
Western Mediterranean.”

First up, Mencia. Somewhere between Syrah and Cabernet Franc in flavor, it’s the darling of Galicia, as well
as Déo, Portugal. Then Rioja, and Ribera del Duero, Spain’s equivalents of Napa Classic and Napa Modern,
respectively.

Finally, there are full-bodied blends based on Touriga Nacional. These are the up-and-coming rockstars to
discover from Portugal. These wines are the next big thing, no pun intended, from Europe.
