On the palate the wine is elegant, juicy and powerful. Superfine tannins caress the 
palate. The structure, density and length are superb. It exudes its charm in the lingering 
finish, where it continues to show pleasant roasted notes.

Castilla y León produces some of Spain's most respected wines, most notably those of 
the Ribera del Duero, Toro, Rueda and Bierzo. Wine making in Castilla y León is a very 
old tradition which goes all the way back to the Romans.   
 
2020 Mauro “VS” 180 

- Tempranillo - 

This full-bodied red offers radiant red fruit and spicy nuances on the nose, with equal 
amplitude from the dense, plushly textured tannins and underscoring minerality. Lively 
and expressive throughout, with cedar-laced, lingering finish.

Abadía Retuerta is located in the heart of the Duero Valley. Santa Maria de Retuerta 
Abbey was founded by monks in 1146. In 2022 the winery was certified as Spain’s 23rd 
Vino de Pago which certifies single estates as Protected Denominations of Origin. 
 
2017 Abadía Retuerta “Pago Negralada” 220 
- Tempranillo - 

Deep, rich, and intense nose with hints of violets to the ripe, compact blackberries, 
chocolate, cigar box and grilled herbs. Juicy and concentrated on the full-bodied 
palate with fine, dusty tannins. 
 

D O  N A V A R R A  

The autonomous of Navarra region extends from the central Pyrenees to the Ebro 
Valley through a variety of landscapes. Spectacular mountains in the north give way 
to green, undulating foothills and, in the south, an arid plain. The vineyards of Navarra 
DO are located in the southern part of the region, between Pamplona and the plains. 
This location is practically unique in the Iberian Peninsula and is marked by the 
confluence of the Atlantic, Continental and Mediterranean climates. The proximity of 
the Bay of Biscay, the influence of the Pyrenees and the temperate influence of the 
Ebro valley are all key factors in giving Navarra its unique range different climates. 
 
2017 Señorío de Sarría Reserva Especial 88 
- Cabernet Sauvignon & Graciano - 

Aromas of blackberry and butterscotch waft from this wine made with Cabernet 
Sauvignon and Graciano. Flavors of cherry, cranberry, black-olive paste, caramel and 
coffee bean are set into firm tannins that fade into a pomegranate-splashed finish. 
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D O  T O R O  
 

The wine region of Toro is a predominant appellation in Castilla y León in north-
western Spain. This wine region shows guts, glory and masculinity on the wines that it 
produces. Most Toro is red and the key grape is the Tinta de Toro, which is a natural 
clone of Tempranillo.   
 
2018 Vega-Sicilia “Pintia" 170 
- Tinta de Toro - 

A smooth, creamy red, medium to full-bodied, though understated at first. Features 
flavors of mulled cherry, black plum reduction, cocoa powder, and tar-tinged smoke 
that are seamlessly knit with fine-grained tannins. 
 
2014 Numanthia “Termanthia"                                                                                       440 
- Tempranillo - 

This generous yet refined red shows a flashy, polished texture and supports expressive 
layers of blackberry, espresso, oak spice, wild herb and loamy earth flavors. This is 
muscular and well crafted, with elements of anise, red plum and rose petal fine tuning 
the finish.  
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D O  C A M P O  D E  B O R J A  

Campo de Borja is a DO in the autonomía of Aragón. Aragón is nestled against the 
Pyrenées Mountains, surrounded by the prime wine regions of Catalonia and La Rioja. 
Viticulture dates back centuries and was closely linked to monastery life. Campo de 
Borja received DO classification in 1980.  

 
2018 Alto Moncayo “Veraton”  90 
- Garnacha – 

A silky red, offering an enticing, incense-laced range of raspberry puree and black plum 
reduction, dried lavender, iron, and Earl Grey tea. Medium- to full-bodied, harmonious, 
and fresh, with subtle hints of mocha and smoke enriching the finish.  
 
2021 Morca “Touran” 240 
- Garnacha – 

This red is plush and heady. A velvety texture carries rich flavors of candied cherry, 
dried fig, toasted vanilla, and clove, with gentle tannins and modest acidity for support. 
Generous, ripe, and bold. 
   
2017 Alto Moncayo “Aquilon” 350 
- Garnacha – 

A polished red, medium to full-bodied and expressive, this shows fine harmony overall, 
integrating sculpted, fine-grained tannins and lively acidity with rich and juicy 
blackberry and boysenberry fruit, dark chocolate shavings, graphite and eucalyptus. 
Features lingering hints of vanilla, spice and orange peel on the finish.

The influence of the sun and the Mediterranean make the Penedès region a privileged 
territory for winemaking, creating one of the most exciting wine regions in Spain.   
 
2018 Pepe Raventós “De Les Terrasses Del Serral” 70 

- Bastard Negre– 

Bastard Negre, an ancestral variety that Pepe Raventos is trying to recuperate, brings 
notes of autumn, forest. An elegant and fresh wine with nice acidity and medium 
tannins. Round and concentrated with a light and pleasant finish. 
 
2018 Familia Torres "Mas La Plana" 170 

- Cabernet Sauvignon - 

Toasty on the nose, but more subtle on the palate, an accent for the ripe red currant, 
cured tobacco, plum sauce and milled pepper notes. A well-knit, medium to full-bodied 
red, with a tang of orange peel acidity throughout and a mineral-laced, lightly chewy 
finish.

Jumilla is a wine region that produce high quality wines, and has attracted 
tremendous international attention as of late thanks to the consistency of their rich 
and ripe style.  
 
2020 El Nido “Clio” 120 
- Monastrell & Cabernet Sauvignon - 

The color of blackberry preserves, this wine has aromas of Mission fig, ripe summer 
cherry and anisette. Plush tannins play host to black cherry, raspberry, baking spice 
and mocha flavors that sail into an enduring butterscotch and milk chocolate finish. 
 
2021 El Nido 320 
- Cabernet Sauvignon & Monastrell - 
A stylish red, with the savory underpinning of tarry smoke and cured tobacco serving 
as a fine counterpoint to ripe black currant, fig cake and licorice twist flavors. Gains 
power and weight from the concentrated flavors and sinewy tannins, but this is deftly 
knit and fresh. Pretty spice and violet notes play on the finish. 

 
D O  B I E R Z O  

 
Bierzo is a small, rural, and remote region in the north-western corner of Galicia, now 
counts as one of the country’s rising stars.   
 
2021 Descendientes de J. Palacios "Pétalos" 70 
- Mencía -  

Offering a minerally underpinning and overtones of bramble, herbs and spice, this 
medium-bodied red is fresh and focused, with juicy black raspberry and black cherry 
fruit, olive and iron flavors. Bright and well-balanced, with light, chalky tannins on the 
finish. 

 
D O  A L I C A N T E  

Alicante is a DO in the southeastern autonomía of Valencia. The region has long 
produced wine, receiving its DO status back in 1957. In the last few decades, it has 
undergone a metamorphosis and is now producing premium wines, especially spicy 
reds from the Monastrell  

 
2019 Volver "Triga" 110 
- Cabernet Sauvignon & Monastrell - 

This broad, generous red offers inky layers of black cherry reduction, plum paste and 
Earl Grey tea flavors woven together with espresso, vanilla and rose petal details. 
Hints of tar, herb and hot stone come along on the finish, with thick tannins. 
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D O  R I B E R A  D E L  D U E R O  
 
Ribera del Duero is one of the most important wine areas in Castilla y León, Northern 
Spain. Its reputation is largely thanks to the high - unique - delicate - quality of its red 
Tempranillo-based wines. The region is characterized by a largely flat, rocky terrain 
and is centered around the town of Aranda de Duero, although the most famous 
vineyards surround Peñafiel and Roa de Duero to the West.  
  

 
2020 Pagos de Anguix “Ocho Dos Dos” 80

Bright red color, tinged with violet. Currant and blackberry aromas predominate, with 
very elegant freshness.

Deep and spicy with some savory dried herbs to the dark black cherries, cured meat, 
cocoa powder and spices that extend to a powerful and tight frame of tannins that 
envelops the fluid black fruit on the palate. Some red fruit, too. Long, juicy and bright 
finish. 
 
2019 Bosque de Matasnos 105 
- Tempranillo, Merlot & Malbec – 

This polished red offers plum and blackberry flavors, with notes of espresso, forest 
floor and mineral. Well-integrated tannins impart a deceptive gentleness, while 
balsamic acidity keeps this lively. 
 
2020 Pago De Carraovejas 110 
- Tempranillo, Cabernet Sauvignon & Merlot - 

A round, supple red, medium- to full-bodied, showing creamed black cherry and 
boysenberry fruit and hints of toast, vanilla, sage and espresso, all layered over fine, 
taut tannins. While rich and creamy, this offers fine counterpoints to the lush flavor 
profile through citrus pty67eel acidity and a minerally base note. 
 
2020 Emilio Moro “Malleolus"   110 
- Tempranillo – 
An expressive, full-bodied red, with rich flavors of blackberry coulis, black plum 
reduction, tea leaf, white pepper and mineral riding a plush texture. Modern in style, 
this is framed by fresh acidity and firm, fine-grained tannins.

2015 Lleiroso “Colección de Familia” Reserva 120 
- Tempranillo - 
A wine with an intense ruby red color, with aromas of ripe and candied fruit and 
toasted notes coming from the barrel. On the palate is powerful, expressive and 
elegant, with a characteristic balsamic touch typical from a zone with minerality 
always present. 
 
2020 Aalto 125 
- Tempranillo - 
Fine spice and vanilla to the blackberries, mussels, sandalwood, minerals, black 
walnuts and dark chocolate. Quite well-judged and balanced on the palate, showing 
a mid-palate that is about freshness, fruit and fluidity, together with tight, nicely 
grippy tannins. Juicy, chewy and long. 
 
2019 Pinea del Duero "17"   130 
- Tempranillo – 

This dense red shows some muscle, featuring dark cherry and red plum fruit, 
underpinned by loamy earth, cola and spice notes. Details of mocha and wild herb 
mark the finish, bound by fresh acidity. 
 
2017 Ausàs “Interpretación”  160 
- Tempranillo - 
The wine shows the character of Ribera, a chalky backbone of fine-grained tannins, 
coated by fruit and berries, an herbal, spicy touch and perfectly integrated oak. 
There is good freshness, a rare combination of elegance, power and superb balance. 
 
2019 Pagos de Anguix “Costalara” 170 
- Tempranillo- 
The rocky surface of the soil, combined with calcareous clay beneath, gives this red 
wine its balanced profile and fruit-laden character, with a predominance of red fruit 
complemented by balsamic and licorice notes, and a slightly spicy nuance. It is a 
powerful, structured wine with aromas of fine wood and ripe black fruit. 
 
2021 Dominio de Pingus “Flor de Pingus”  200 
- Tempranillo - 
Dark cherries, ripe but fresh blueberries, slate, violets, and a hint of graphite. There is 
lushness of fruit, but it remains fresh and very primary in the middle with powdery 
tannins and a long, even finish. Has volume and linearity as well. 
 
2019 Vega-Sicilia “Alion” DO Ribera del Duero 220 
- Tempranillo - 
Ripe, tarry plums and black cherries with violets, rocks, coffee, and graphite. Refined 
notes of balsamic fruit and cocoa powder, too. Full-bodied and juicy with an iron fist 
of tannins, yet at the same time so velvety and polished. Very long, focused finish, 
showing lots of finesse and layers.

2018 Pinea del Duero "Pinea" 280 
- Tempranillo – 
Kirsch, currant and blueberry flavors mingle over loamy earth and bramble notes in 
this rich red. Firm tannins and balsamic acidity support the plush texture.  
 
2019 Pago de Carraovejas “El Anejón” 280 
- Tempranillo, Merlot & Cabernet Sauvignon – 
A precise, polished Ribera del Duero that delivers not only structure but also 
refinement with delineated aromas and flavors. Dusty cocoa powder and dark spices 
are knit to the red and blue berries. Firm and juicy on the palate with polished tannins 
and a juicy, long finish. 
 
2021 Aalto “PS”                                                                                                            300 
- Tempranillo – 
Intense purple colour. Black fruits together with spicy nuances displayed in the glass 
confer on this wine complexity and elegance on the nose. It is fresh on the mouth; its 
soft and silky tannins give it great intensity and volume. 
 
2018 Emilio Moro “Malleolus de Sanchomartin"  375 
- Tempranillo – 
Sleek and tightly trimmed up front, this full-bodied red is rich, with a lovely plushness 
on the palate as this unfolds and opens. Features fruit notes of black raspberry and 
black currant that are ripe yet fresh, underscored by a rich vein of smoky mineral and 
loamy earth. Reveals accents of eucalyptus and citrus peel, spice box and rose hip 
that linger on the creamy finish. 
 
2018 Vega-Sicilia “Valbuena No. 5”                                                                             400 
- Tempranillo & Merlot- 

Deep and complex, with fresh black and blue fruit and an attractive floral and peppery 
note to this vintage, followed by hints of cedar, sweet spice and vanilla. Very dusty 
and juicy on the palate, with mealy, powdery tannins that interweave with the fruit.  
 
2018 Dominio del Águila “Canta la Perdiz” Reserva  740 
- Tempranillo, Cariñena, Bruñal, Bobal & Albillo - 

Aromas of black fruit and spice, with chalky tannins and beautiful mouthfeel. This is a 
wine marked by tension, power and elegance. Simply outstanding. 
 
2020 Dominio de Pingus “Pingus”  1900 
- Tempranillo - 

The palate is juicy, vibrant and fresh with lovely focus and energy, underpinned by 
significant, ripe tannins and crushed stone minerals. The tannins, enveloped in fruit, 
are obscured but are there to support the wine in the long term. Power, muscle, 
focus and elegance here – quite a feat!

Along the Ebro River, the region is practically divided in three.  Rioja Alta which has a 
great deal of rainfall and a mild climate.  Rioja Baja which is hotter and more arid.  Last 
but not least the Rioja Alavesa home to some of Spain’s finest red wines.   
 
2018 Beronia Reserva  80 
- Tempranillo, Graciano & Mazuelo - 
Deep violet to the eye, this wine has a nose of black plum, dark chocolate and dried 
hillside herbs. Bold red berry flavors are joined by plush tannins and deeper notes of 
mocha, truffle and thyme. As flavors and textures wind down on the palate, a note of 
orange zest remains. 
 
2018 Marqués de Cáceres "Gaudium" Reserva  90 
- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Mazuelo & Graciano - 
A harmonious red, medium-bodied and lightly juicy, layering light, creamy tannins 
with a pretty range of black cherry reduction, mocha, pomegranate puree and 
eucalyptus notes. Fresh and focused finish. 
 
2017 C.V.N.E. “Contino” Reserva 100 
- Tempranillo, Graciano, Mazuelo & Garnacha -  

This sleek red offers raspberry and plum flavors flanked with anise, orange zest and 
mineral notes that are focused and fresh, followed by a smooth finish.  
 
2012 R. López de Heredia Viña Tondonia, S. A. “Viña Bosconia” Reserva 100 
- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Mazuelo & Graciano - 
This wine has evolved perfectly showing a deep ruby colour with shades of orange. 
Its nose is persistent, full bodied and showing a lot of mature fruit, being dominated 
by the Tempranillo grape. Its taste is round, smooth, fresh, full of body and 
persistent.  
 
2015 Montecillo “22 Barricas” Gran Reserva  110 
- Tempranillo, Graciano, Garnacha & Mazuelo  - 

Floral, liquorice, prune and tobacco aromatics. The palate has well-judged oak and a 
leathery-rose petal complexity. Long, balsamic finish.  
 
2011 R. López de Heredia Viña Tondonia, S. A. “Viña Tondonia” Reserva  110 
- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano & Mazuelo - 

This elegant red is fine and creamy on the palate, with notes of sun-dried cherry, iron, 
spiced orange peel, graphite and mocha that slowly unfurl. A bit high-toned on the 
nose as well as loaded with mineral aromas. Muscular tannins are deftly integrated, 
while savory dried mint and eucalyptus notes play on the lasting finish.  
 
2019 Muga “Selección Especial” Reserva  115 
- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano & Mazuelo  - 
Fresh and demure nose with lots of cocoa powder, blackcurrants, blackberries and a 
hint of cigar and charcoal. Excellent depth and class here with a very juicy center 
palate.

2015 La Rioja Alta, S.A. “Viña Arana” Gran Reserva  120 
- Tempranillo & Graciano  - 

Deep, dark crimson color with an elegant garnet robe. Balanced alcohol and acidity 
on the palate, with polished, supple tannins that contribute to its refined structure 
and fresh, delicate mouthfeel, as well as a long, lingering finish. 
 
2017 Roda “Roda I” Reserva 130 
- Tempranillo & Graciano - 
Very intense and deep, with very well integrated and high-quality oak. Ripe and fresh 
black fruits and plum predominate with chocolate notes and hints of tobacco leaf. It 
has a mineral character that highlights the smell of the earth, mixed with aromas of 
aromatic plants. Voluminous, full, and broad with very fine and noble tannins.  
 
2004 Urbina Gran Reserva 130 
- Tempranillo, Graciano & Mazuelo - 
Complexity on the nose, splendid ripeness, mineral aromas, ripe fruits, figs, cherries 
and plums. Background of fresh and elegant toffee and balsamic candies. On the 
palate, harmonious and balanced oak is appreciated, fruity tannins, great elegance 
and velvety smoothness, and wonderful length. 
 
2016 C.V.N.E. “Contino” Gran Reserva 140 
- Tempranillo, Graciano, Mazuelo & Garnacha -  
A graceful red, well-defined by sleek, taut tannins and bright citrus peel acidity, this 
is tightly meshed at first but notes of black raspberry, cherry reduction, eucalyptus, 
graphite and anise unfurl on the palate and linger on the finish.   
 
2018 Benjamin de Rothschild & Vega Sicilia “Macán” 200 
- Tempranillo - 
A beautiful, complex nose with creamy spices, cedar, fresh berries, red plums, truffles 
and hints of walnuts and mocha. Medium to full body with multidimensional tannins 
that are tight as a rock, coating the palate in a linear way, penetrating from the entry 
to the end with a final thud.  
 
2019 Roda “Cirsion” 450 
- Tempranillo & Graciano - 
Only one cluster in one thousand of the handpicked grapes is selected to make this 
wine. Intense flavors of exotic Acacia flowers, spice box, leather, black cherry and 
blackberry shape the palate of this iconic wine. 
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
