- Xarel·lo, Macabeu, Parellada & Chardonnay - 

In the mouth it shows the very fine and creamy bubbles typical of his sparkling wine. 

It is ample and at the same time lively and refreshing. Aromas of baked apples and

2019 Recaredo “Terrers”, Brut Nature 100 

- Xarel·lo, Macabeu & Parellada - 

A harmonious Cava, dry and lacy in texture, with a pleasing creaminess to the well-

meshed flavors of white raspberry, biscuit, and lemon parfait, underscored by a streak 

of smoky mineral.

Conca del Riu Anoia forms a very small geographical area surrounding the Anoia River 

valley between the Anoia and Foix River in Eastern Penedes. The Raventos family 

decided in 2012 to create their own D.O. and create specific quality-oriented 

guidelines. 

 

2023 Raventós i Blanc "de Nit" Rosé, Extra Brut 72 

- Macabeo, Parellada, Xarel·lo & Monastrell - 

This pale pink sparkling rosé is firmed by rapier-like acidity, and is lightly chalky in 

texture, offering a subtle range of white raspberry, lemon thyme and blanched almond, 

with accents of graphite and spice on the finish.

- Xarel·lo, Macabeo & Parellada -

The origins of Cava lie in the winemaking area of Penedés, especially in the town of 

San Sadurní d’Anoia and its surroundings, which has earned the title of Cava capital. 

However, for historical reasons, Cava can also be made in certain other towns and

2013 Roger Goulart “The Roger” Gran Reserva, Brut Nature 120 

- Pinot Noir & Chardonnay - 

On the nose it shows clear notes of aging with predominance of aromas of dried fruit, 

toast, ripe stone fruit, dried flowers and brioche. In the mouth it is quite voluminous, 

with lively acidity present and crisp. Very well integrated with a long and persistent 

finish, leaving a delicate creamy bouquet and notes of aging on yeast.

- Cariñena - 

Impressively complex and deep nose with fine roasted spices, tar, lard, cigar box and 

plenty of mossy black cherries, wild strawberries, and blackberries. Concentrated with 

a medium- to full-bodied palate and a very flavorful and succulent finish. 

 

2023 Alvaro Palacios “La Baixada” 460 

- Garnacha & Cariñena – 

A barrel-aged red wine, exhibiting a concentrated and highly tannic profile. On the 

nose, it features dark fruits such as blackberries and plums, complemented by subtle 

hints of pine nuts and resin. On the palate, it reveals dusty tannins and a pleasant 

earthy note. It displays a subtle maturity and a complexity that makes it truly 

exceptional.

2020 Abadía Retuerta “Selección Especial”  110 

- Tempranillo, Cabernet Sauvignon, Syrah, Merlot, Petite Verdot & Garnacha - 

Savory and sanguine on the nose, with iron, beef and mineral notes transitioning to 

plumped black cherry fruit, rich ground coffee and spiced orange peel on the palate. 

Medium- to full-bodied, with fine, well-meshed tannins and lightly juicy acidity 

throughout. 

 

2019 Abadía Retuerta “Cuvée Palomar” 200 

- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano, & Malbec - 

It is characterised by its bold violet colour and attractive nose, with aromas of red fruit 

such as raspberry and sharp strawberry, as well as notes of red liquorice. These 

flavours are perfectly integrated with the wood, bringing excellence and depth, with 

an underlying essence of patisserie. On the palate it is highly aromatic, with a delicate 

and elegant texture, and a very fresh finish. 

 

2017 Abadía Retuerta “Pago Negralada” 220 

- Tempranillo - 

Deep, rich, and intense nose with hints of violets to the ripe, compact blackberries, 

chocolate, cigar box and grilled herbs. Juicy and concentrated on the full-bodied 

palate with fine, dusty tannins.

Castilla y León produces some of Spain's most respected wines, most notably those of 

the Ribera del Duero, Toro, Rueda and Bierzo.

- Tempranillo, Syrah, Cabernet Sauvignon, & Graciano -

Jumilla is a wine region in the Southeast coast of Spain that produces high quality 

wines and has attracted tremendous international attention as of late thanks to the 

consistency of their rich and ripe style.

The color of blackberry preserves, this wine has aromas of Mission fig, ripe summer 

cherry and anisette. Plush tannins play host to black cherry, raspberry, baking spice 

and mocha flavors that sail into an enduring butterscotch and milk chocolate finish. 

 

2022 El Nido “La Viña de Corteo” 240 

- Syrah - 

Dark purple in color, intense and seductive, it is very tasty on the palate, with smoky 

notes and rich, ripe flavors of blueberries, blackberries and other wild berries.

- Cabernet Sauvignon & Monastrell - 

Deep purple in color. Aromas of berries and vanilla. A ripe, powerful and heady 

Mediterranean red with well-integrated oak. The juicy palate reveals flavors of sweet 

spices and dark chocolate.

Aromatically, it’s alluring with floral, 

redcurrant and rhubarb notes. The mouth explodes with cherry fruit, which is then 

balanced by wild fennel, lively acidity, a lightly grainy texture and a fine tannic finish.

Ribera del Duero is one of the most important wine areas in Castilla y León, Northern 

Spain. Its reputation is largely thanks to the high - unique - delicate - quality of its red

and is centered around the town of Aranda de Duero, although the most famous 

vineyards surround Peñafiel and Roa de Duero to the West.

An expressive, full-bodied red, with rich flavors of blackberry coulis, black plum 

reduction, tea leaf, white pepper and mineral riding a plush texture. Modern in style, 

this is framed by fresh acidity and firm, fine-grained tannins. 

 

2023 La Capilla Vendimia Seleccionada  115 

- Tempranillo – 

Intense, dark, lively colour. A complex aroma of black fruits, Chinese ink, liquorice, 

spices and exotic wood. Well-balanced and elegant. Stylish, vibrant, unfussy yet well-

structured. A predominant fruity character, with complimentary but not 

overpowering oak. A very long aftertaste on the palate 

 

2019 Lleiroso “Colección de Familia” Reserva 120 

- Tempranillo - 

A wine with an intense ruby red color, with aromas of ripe and candied fruit and 

toasted notes coming from the barrel. On the palate is powerful, expressive and 

elegant, with a characteristic balsamic touch typical from a zone with minerality 

always present. 

 

2021 Bosque de Matasnos 125 

- Tempranillo, Merlot & Malbec – 

This polished red offers plum and blackberry flavors, with notes of espresso, forest 

floor and mineral. Well-integrated tannins impart a deceptive gentleness, while 

balsamic acidity keeps this lively. 

 

2023 Pago De Carraovejas 130 

2022 Pago De Carraovejas, 1.5L 240 

- Tempranillo, Cabernet Sauvignon & Merlot -

This deep-garnet-colored wine has aromas of cassis, cocoa powder, and a touch of 

baking spice. Luxurious tannins backdrop the blackberry, black cherry, dark chocolate, 

and black olive flavors, with a hint of dried herbes de Provence that persists into the 

enduring finish. 

 

2019 Pinea del Duero "Pinea" 280 

- Tempranillo – 

Kirsch, currant and blueberry flavors mingle over loamy earth and bramble notes in 

this rich red. Firm tannins and balsamic acidity support the plush texture.  

 

2023 Dominio de Pingus “Flor de Pingus” 285 

- Tempranillo – 

A concentrated red wine with aromas of ripe red fruit accompanied by expressive 

notes of violet flowers and hints of chocolate. On the palate, it is elegant, vibrant, and 

powerful. The wine has present and granulated tannins, integrated acidity, and a 

refined finish with a touch of bitterness.

Dusty cocoa powder and dark spices 

are knit to the red and blue berries. Firm and juicy on the palate with polished tannins 

and a juicy, long finish.

Full-bodied and resolved, with seamless, powdery tannins and a juicy, tightly wound 

finish. Even, polished and effortless for such remarkable balance. It has a high level of 

concentration, with plush, integrated oak.

- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano & Mazuelo - 

Savory plums, berries, orange peel and iron. Some dried spices too. Quite firm and 

fine-grained, this has medium to full body and a finish that’s long, savory and not 

heavy. Tannins are still a little tight. 

 

2018 C.V.N.E. “Contino” Reserva 100 

- Tempranillo, Graciano, Mazuelo & Garnacha -  

This sleek red offers raspberry and plum flavors flanked with anise, orange zest and 

mineral notes that are focused and fresh, followed by a smooth finish.  

 

2022 Diego Magaña “Anza” 100 

- Tempranillo, Viura, Malvasia, Graciano & Mazuelo-  

Chalk, vibrant berries, hibiscus and wet stones. Rich in red cherry fruit and plums, but 

fresh, with a medium to full body and tight, fine-grained tannins. Long and 

structured.  

 

2017 La Rioja Alta, “Viña Arana” Gran Reserva  120 

- Tempranillo & Graciano  - 

Deep, dark crimson color with an elegant garnet robe. Balanced alcohol and acidity 

on the palate, with polished, supple tannins that contribute to its refined structure 

and fresh, delicate mouthfeel, as well as a long, lingering finish. 

 

2019 Martínez Corta “Cepas Antiguas”  135 

- Tempranillo - 

Roasted plum, berry and clove aromas set up a tough, saucy palate with pronounced 

tannins. Tomato, spiced plum and cinnamon flavors are a bit raw, as is a lean finish. 

 

2013 R. López de Heredia Viña Tondonia, “Viña Tondonia” Reserva  140 

- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano & Mazuelo - 

This elegant red is fine and creamy on the palate, with notes of sun-dried cherry, iron, 

spiced orange peel, graphite and mocha that slowly unfurl. A bit high-toned on the 

nose as well as loaded with mineral aromas. Muscular tannins are deftly integrated, 

while savory dried mint and eucalyptus notes play on the lasting finish.

A light and fruity red wine that stands out for its freshness and agility. On the nose, it 

reveals aromas of red fruits such as strawberries and cherries, accompanied by a 

subtle hint of raspberry. On the palate, its fluidity and balance make it very pleasant, 

with well-integrated acidity that enhances its liveliness.  

 

2019 Herederos del Marqués de Riscal “Frank Gehry Selection”                               500 

- Tempranillo  - 

The palate is structured, with polished tannins, a warm mouthfeel, and a long, oaky 

finish. Flavors include black currant, loamy earth, dried mint, and dark chocolate.
