This red is round and tender yet has good depth. Cherry and berry flavors mingle with 

graphite, wild herb and blood orange notes. The structure is unobtrusive, but the wine 

shows focus and definition. 

 

2022 Llicorella Vins “Clar Del Bosc” 100 

- Garnacha, Cariñena, Syrah, & Cabernet Sauvignon – 

A rich but expressive nose with plenty of ripe strawberries and cherries with licorice 

and spices. Juicy and flavorful on the medium to full-bodied palate with plenty of ripe 

berry fruit. Tight and quite fine-grained. 

 

2019 Mas Doix “Salanques"  120 

- Garnacha, Cariñena & Syrah - 

A bright cherry color and a medium body. Aromatic intensity, dark and red fruits with 

brush strokes of vanilla and woods such as cedar. Intense taste, juicy dried black fruit 

and a heavy acidity that lingers. This wine is elegant with a velvety texture and notes 

of balsamic vinegar, dried aromatic herbs and spices. Still young and lively. The wood 

is perceived more in the nose than the mouth, where it is well amalgamated. 

 

2021 Clos i Terrasses “Laurel” 140 

- Garnacha, Syrah & Cabernet Sauvignon – 

Floral notes of hibiscus, lilacs, and violets, lead into a myriad of spicy red currants, 

blueberries, orange peel, and smoked meats. A crunchy, vibrant minerality brings 

about sensations of crumbled granite and slate, with hints of new oak influence adding 

weight and polish to the intensity of the fruit. 

 

2022 En Números Vermells “Carinyena 1919” 180 

- Cariñena – 

Extraordinary black-coloured, with excellent complexity and elegance all the way. 

Beautifully integrated notes of liquorice, spices, berry fruit, and graphite pencil are 

combined with subtle smoky and tobacco hints. Wonderful, broad, rich, and complex, 

with a perfect balance of acidity and mouthfuls of berry fruit.

- Garnacha, Cariñena, Syrah, & Cabernet Sauvignon –

and sweet spices like cinnamon. On the palate, it astonishes with its silky texture and 

a long finish that imparts freshness, underpinned by well-integrated acidity. It 

concludes with a delicate floral note reminiscent of rose petals.

- Garnacha & Cariñena - 

This wine is elegant and complex with notes of ripe black and red fruits, pepper, anise, 

cedar, chocolate, spice and graphite aromas.

plumped black cherry fruit, rich ground coffee and spiced orange peel on the palate. 

Medium- to full-bodied, with fine, well-meshed tannins and lightly juicy acidity 

throughout. 

 

2019 Abadía Retuerta “Cuvée Palomar” 200 

- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano, & Malbec - 

It is characterised by its bold violet colour and attractive nose, with aromas of red fruit 

such as raspberry and sharp strawberry, as well as notes of red liquorice. These 

flavours are perfectly integrated with the wood, bringing excellence and depth, with 

an underlying essence of patisserie.

A polished red, medium to full-bodied and expressive, this shows fine harmony overall, 

integrating sculpted, fine-grained tannins and lively acidity with rich and juicy 

blackberry and boysenberry fruit, dark chocolate shavings, graphite and eucalyptus. 

Features lingering hints of vanilla, spice and orange peel on the finish.

Jumilla is a wine region in the Southeast coast of Spain that produces high quality 

wines and has attracted tremendous international attention as of late thanks to the 

consistency of their rich and ripe style.  

 

2022 El Nido “Clio” 120

The color of blackberry preserves, this wine has aromas of Mission fig, ripe summer 

cherry and anisette. Plush tannins play host to black cherry, raspberry, baking spice 

and mocha flavors that sail into an enduring butterscotch and milk chocolate finish.

The influence of the sun and the Mediterranean make the Penedès region a privileged 

territory for winemaking, creating one of the most exciting wine regions in Spain.

Toasty on the nose, but more subtle on the palate, an accent for the ripe red currant, 

cured tobacco, plum sauce and milled pepper notes. A well-knit, medium to full-bodied 

red, with a tang of orange peel acidity throughout and a mineral-laced, lightly chewy 

finish.

Bierzo is a small, rural, and remote region in the north-western corner of Galicia, now 

counts as one of the country’s rising stars.

- Tempranillo – 

Expect the fine integration of high-grade wood, showing notes of peppermint, 

spices, truffles, dark chocolate, grilled herbs and dark cherry and blackberry fruit. 

Full-bodied and resolved, with seamless, powdery tannins and a juicy, tightly wound 

finish. Even, polished and effortless for such remarkable balance. It has a high level of 

concentration, with plush, integrated oak. 

 

2018 Viña Sastre “Pesus”                                                                                            920 

- Tempranillo, Cabernet Sauvignon & Merlot– 

On the nose, it astonishes with an explosion of aromas where dried plum merges with 

hints of roasted coffee and toffee, interwoven with a mineral backdrop reminiscent of 

flint and slate. Spices such as cinnamon and pepper also emerge, accompanied by a 

subtle touch of vanilla, menthol, and herbs like sandalwood and thyme. On the palate, 

it presents itself as elegant and flavourful, with a fruit-driven profile reminiscent of 

fresh and stewed black fruits.

A harmonious red, medium-bodied and lightly juicy, layering light, creamy tannins 

with a pretty range of black cherry reduction, mocha, pomegranate puree and 

eucalyptus notes. Fresh and focused finish. 

 

2018 C.V.N.E. “Contino” Reserva 100 

- Tempranillo, Graciano, Mazuelo & Garnacha -  

This sleek red offers raspberry and plum flavors flanked with anise, orange zest and 

mineral notes that are focused and fresh, followed by a smooth finish.  

 

2015 Montecillo “22 Barricas” Gran Reserva  110 

- Tempranillo, Graciano, Garnacha & Mazuelo  - 

Floral, liquorice, prune and tobacco aromatics. The palate has well-judged oak and a 

leathery-rose petal complexity. Long, balsamic finish.  

 

2016 La Rioja Alta, “Viña Arana” Gran Reserva  120 

- Tempranillo & Graciano  - 

Deep, dark crimson color with an elegant garnet robe. Balanced alcohol and acidity 

on the palate, with polished, supple tannins that contribute to its refined structure 

and fresh, delicate mouthfeel, as well as a long, lingering finish. 

 

2012 R. López de Heredia Viña Tondonia, “Viña Tondonia” Reserva  125 

- Tempranillo, Garnacha, Graciano & Mazuelo - 

This elegant red is fine and creamy on the palate, with notes of sun-dried cherry, iron, 

spiced orange peel, graphite and mocha that slowly unfurl. A bit high-toned on the 

nose as well as loaded with mineral aromas. Muscular tannins are deftly integrated, 

while savory dried mint and eucalyptus notes play on the lasting finish.

Balsamic aromas and aromatic herbs appear on the nose. The oak appears very 

quickly, but then evolves until it disappears and becomes incense and sandalwood.

- Tempranillo, & Mazuelo   - 

A full and complex nose with black cherry and ripe plum aromas, cloaking hints of 

tea leaves, cedar wood and Mediterranean herbs on a background of dried flowers. 

Well framed and deep in the mouth, with polished tannins and full of nuances; 

harmonious and long-lived.
